Full circle

arol Lee Thompson began a lifelong

pursuit in arc with a desire to paint

landscapes, horses and people and
P

was sidetracked by traditional academic
training. After years of primarily painting still
life and stills of Western subject matter, she
now returns to her roots.

“Life’s turn of events has brought me full
circle. A long-awaited move to the country
opened the door to landscape and equine
art. The loss of my inspirational father spurred
my love of figurative, of people at labor. And
finally, the decline of my teacher, mentor
and dearest friend, artist Ann Schuler, has
stirred me to push my work to new levels,”
says Thompson. “It's amazing how certain
things send you back to your beginnings while
catapulting you forward.”

Thompson found the inspiration for her
latest classical realist paintings by looking
inward and locally for the sentimental
surroundings in her everyday life and while
traveling the world in search of subject matter.
Troika Gallery will present these works during
her first solo show opening July 2.

“If one common thread runs through this
new body of work it is feelings. I don’t just want
to paint the old, more personal, subjects, I want
to paint them with more fecling, emotion and
sensitivity,” she says. “In short, my new mantra
is ‘I can make it look; now I want to make it
feel.” The longer I paint, the more emotional
it becomes.”

Thompson trained in the methods
and techniques of the Old Masters while
attending the Schuler School of Fine Arts in
Baltimore, Maryland, where she worked from
casts, studied anatomy and worked from life
studying light. She later taught there and has
remained affiliated with the school for 25 years
and is proud to call Ann Didusch Schuler her
best friend. Thompson’s major picce (and most
personal) in the show is tided Light, Love &
Legacy (To Ann Schuler).

“It is a metaphorical scene set in the
Schuler basement. I wanted the viewer to feel
the mystery and legend of such an important
